Currently, Street Paws feeds 10 cat colonies with approximately 60 cats.  In 2014, through the Trap 

and Release program, volunteers helped 161 cats and 91 as of June 2015.  Thanks to the TNR project, 

an apartment complex that was overrun with kittens last year only had one litter of kittens this year. 

Over 30 cats and only one litter is proof... TNR works!  

We have 1 feral pack of dogs, and have saved 20 feral puppies off the streets this year.

Meet Founder and CEO of Street Paws, Kristi Butler 

Roxiôs Journey Thanks to Street Paws! 

Kristi is married with 3 kids, ages 22, 23 and 24. She works full time and runs 

Street Paws during every spare moment of her life.  This includes feeding apx 40 

feral animals daily that live on the streets. 

 

Kristi always had a passion for animals. When she was about 17 or 18 years old 

she went to the county dump in Cataula, GA (Harris County-where she lived) 

with her boyfriend to drop off some trash. This was a very country area and there 

was no animal control. The only option was to call the Sheriff to shoot a dog if it 

was a problem. While at the dump she discovered a litter of puppies that were 

deformed. There were no resources at the time and Kristi certainly didn't have 

the knowledge to know what to do for them.  Her boyfriend was driving her back 

to town (Columbus, GA) and Kristi wanted to stop to buy some food for the pup-

pies. Only after threatening to break up with him would Kristi's boyfriend relent 

and go back to the feed store to let her buy food.  This is where it all started for 

Kristi.  She left a bag of food for those puppies weekly until she never saw them 

again.  She vowed she would one day help animals on a grander scale.   And so it began... 

 

When Kristi moved to Atlanta, her first job was with UPS in a very bad neighborhood. She came across many dogs in an 

area where homeless people lived and trash was dumped. She found several dogs, many of them pits and bait dogs. 

Some of them she was able to get into rescue but there was a Great Dane she found and originally thought was left for 

dead. As she got closer, she quickly realized it was still alive despite being skin and bones and infested with mag-

gots.  She had truly never seen a dog in such bad shape.  To speak of the discovery still brings her to tears. She called 

animal control and stayed there with him until they came. She's not certain what happened to this boy, but his gruesome 

condition still haunts her today. Over a period of 2 years at UPS, Kristi helped get about 50 dogs into rescues or homes. 

Her own 2 personal dogs came from this area. Emma and Pup were in the woods living next to a homeless man. Emma 

made a nest under a large tree that had fallen and had a mattress thrown over it. She pulled the stuffing out to keep Pup 

warm. During Kristi's last year at UPS she came across a few pits and pit mixes that she had become very attached to. 

She would feed them in the parking lot while she called every rescue she could find and begged them to help. Soon after 

finally finding rescue for them, she left her job at UPS. Kristi did continue to receive calls from time to time to help others 

there. 

 

When Kristi's daughter was 14 she had a project for Ag Science.  She and Kristi chose to work with animals. They decid-

ed to contact the local Humane Society to help. They started out doing Petsmart adoptions and then eventually worked at 

the shelter. Her tenure with the Humane Society lasted 6 years.  

 

Then, Rio happened!  Rio was a stray dog she came across in a parking lot and knew she needed to help more dogs like 

him. She started coming across more and more animals in need during that journey such as the Pack and Buff kitty. She 

realized a need for these neglected animals that live in an in-between world.  A diagnosis of cardiomyopathy in 2009 for 

Kristi and the successful rescue of Rio after 18 long months made her realize she needs to do more. She wants to leave 

a legacy. She wants to make a difference before she left this earth. By helping at the street level with strays, she firmly 

believes we can reduce the overpopulation that has gotten so out of control and sadly leads to an unnecessary death for 

these animals. This realization led to the beginning of Street Paws as we know it. 

Roxi was caught on April 17th and has been improving everyday in her fos-

ter home. She is very comfortable with the other dogs in the home and en-

joys playing in the fenced backyard. She has graduated to being loose in the 

yard with just a 6 ft. leash trailing behind her. She has free access to the first 

floor of the house and sleeps on her puppy bed in the bedroom every night. 

She feels comfortable and safe in her crate during the work day. Roxi is 

working on "sit" and has "wait" already down. She has had 2 trips to the pup-

py park with her foster siblings and did wonderful. She is still wary of new 

people who approach her, and remains on the leash 24-7 with the pet sitter. 

Roxi is still head shy until you actually get your hand on her and she will still 

shy away at times, but she has improved leaps and bounds since April!
